11 Thus Solomon finished the house of the LORD and the king's house. All that Solomon had 

planned to do in the house of the LORD and in his own house he successfully accomplished. 
12 Then the LORD appeared to Solomon in the night and said to him: “I have heard your prayer 

and have chosen this place for myself as a house of sacrifice. 13 When I shut up the heavens so 

that there is no rain, or command the locust to devour the land, or send pestilence among my 

people, 14 if my people who are called by my name humble themselves, and pray and seek my 

face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven and will forgive their sin and 

heal their land. 15 Now my eyes will be open and my ears attentive to the prayer that is made in 

this place. 16 For now I have chosen and consecrated this house that my name may be there 

forever. My eyes and my heart will be there for all time. 17 And as for you, if you will walk 

before me as David your father walked, doing according to all that I have commanded you and 

keeping my statutes and my rules, 18 then I will establish your royal throne, as I covenanted with 

David your father, saying, ‘You shall not lack a man to rule Israel.’

21 And at this house, which 

was exalted, everyone passing by will be astonished and say, ‘Why has the LORD done thus to 

this land and to this house?’ 22 Then they will say, ‘Because they abandoned the LORD, the God 

of their fathers who brought them out of the land of Egypt, and laid hold on other gods and 

worshiped them and served them. Therefore he has brought all this disaster on them.’”

Daniel's Prayer for His People 

In the first year of Darius the son of Ahasuerus, by descent a Mede, who was made king over the 

realm of the Chaldeans— 2 in the first year of his reign, I, Daniel, perceived in the books the 

number of years that, according to the word of the LORD to Jeremiah the prophet, must pass 

before the end of the desolations of Jerusalem, namely, seventy years. 

3 Then I turned my face to the Lord God, seeking him by prayer and pleas for mercy with fasting 

and sackcloth and ashes. 4 I prayed to the LORD my God and made confession, saying, “O Lord, 

the great and awesome God, who keeps covenant and steadfast love with those who love him and 

keep his commandments, 5 we have sinned and done wrong and acted wickedly and rebelled, 

turning aside from your commandments and rules.

John the Baptist Prepares the Way 

3 And he went into all the region around the Jordan, proclaiming a baptism of repentance for the 

forgiveness of sins. 4 As it is written in the book of the words of Isaiah the prophet, 

“The voice of one crying in the wilderness: 

‘Prepare the way of the Lord,[a] 

    make his paths straight. 
5 Every valley shall be filled, 

    and every mountain and hill shall be made low, 

and the crooked shall become straight, 

    and the rough places shall become level ways, 
6 and all flesh shall see the salvation of God.’” 

7 He said therefore to the crowds that came out to be baptized by him, “You brood of vipers! 

Who warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 8 Bear fruits in keeping with repentance. And 

do not begin to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father.’ For I tell you, God is able 

from these stones to raise up children for Abraham. 9 Even now the axe is laid to the root of the 

trees. Every tree therefore that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.” 

10 And the crowds asked him, “What then shall we do?” 11 And he answered them, “Whoever has 

two tunics[b] is to share with him who has none, and whoever has food is to do likewise.” 12 Tax 

collectors also came to be baptized and said to him, “Teacher, what shall we do?” 13 And he said 

to them, “Collect no more than you are authorized to do.” 14 Soldiers also asked him, “And we, 

what shall we do?” And he said to them, “Do not extort money from anyone by threats or by 

false accusation, and be content with your wages.” 

15 As the people were in expectation, and all were questioning in their hearts concerning John, 

whether he might be the Christ, 16 John answered them all, saying, “I baptize you with water, but 

he who is mightier than I is coming, the strap of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie. He will 

baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. 17 His winnowing fork is in his hand, to clear his 

threshing floor and to gather the wheat into his barn, but the chaff he will burn with 

unquenchable fire.” 

18 So with many other exhortations he preached good news to the people.

A Sinful Woman Forgiven 

36 One of the Pharisees asked him to eat with him, and he went into the Pharisee's house and 

reclined at table.

48 And he said to her, “Your sins 

are forgiven.” 49 Then those who were at table with him began to say among[a] themselves, “Who 

is this, who even forgives sins?” 50 And he said to the woman, “Your faith has saved you; go in 

peace.”

The Parable of the Prodigal Son

The Pharisee and the Tax Collector 

9 He also told this parable to some who trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and 

treated others with contempt: 10 “Two men went up into the temple to pray, one a Pharisee and 

the other a tax collector.

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Acts 10 

Peter and Cornelius 

At Caesarea there was a man named Cornelius, a centurion of what was known as the Italian 

Cohort, 2 a devout man who feared God with all his household, gave alms generously to the 

people, and prayed continually to God. 3 About the ninth hour of the day[a] he saw clearly in a 

vision an angel of God come in and say to him, “Cornelius.” 4 And he stared at him in terror and 

said, “What is it, Lord?” And he said to him, “Your prayers and your alms have ascended as a 

memorial before God. 5 And now send men to Joppa and bring one Simon who is called Peter. 
6 He is lodging with one Simon, a tanner, whose house is by the sea.” 7 When the angel who 

spoke to him had departed, he called two of his servants and a devout soldier from among those 

who attended him, 8 and having related everything to them, he sent them to Joppa. 

Peter's Vision 

9 The next day, as they were on their journey and approaching the city, Peter went up on the 

housetop about the sixth hour[b] to pray. 10 And he became hungry and wanted something to eat, 

but while they were preparing it, he fell into a trance 11 and saw the heavens opened and 

something like a great sheet descending, being let down by its four corners upon the earth. 12 In it 

were all kinds of animals and reptiles and birds of the air. 13 And there came a voice to him: 

“Rise, Peter; kill and eat.” 14 But Peter said, “By no means, Lord; for I have never eaten anything 

that is common or unclean.” 15 And the voice came to him again a second time, “What God has 

made clean, do not call common.” 16 This happened three times, and the thing was taken up at 

once to heaven. 

17 Now while Peter was inwardly perplexed as to what the vision that he had seen might mean, 

behold, the men who were sent by Cornelius, having made inquiry for Simon's house, stood at 

the gate 18 and called out to ask whether Simon who was called Peter was lodging there. 19 And 

while Peter was pondering the vision, the Spirit said to him, “Behold, three men are looking for 

you. 20 Rise and go down and accompany them without hesitation,[c] for I have sent them.” 21 And 

Peter went down to the men and said, “I am the one you are looking for. What is the reason for 

your coming?” 22 And they said, “Cornelius, a centurion, an upright and God-fearing man, who is 

well spoken of by the whole Jewish nation, was directed by a holy angel to send for you to come 

to his house and to hear what you have to say.” 23 So he invited them in to be his guests. 

The next day he rose and went away with them, and some of the brothers from Joppa 

accompanied him. 24 And on the following day they entered Caesarea. Cornelius was expecting 

them and had called together his relatives and close friends. 25 When Peter entered, Cornelius met 

him and fell down at his feet and worshiped him. 26 But Peter lifted him up, saying, “Stand up; I 

too am a man.” 27 And as he talked with him, he went in and found many persons gathered. 
28 And he said to them, “You yourselves know how unlawful it is for a Jew to associate with or to

30 And Cornelius said, “Four days ago, about this hour, I was praying in my house at the ninth 

hour,[d] and behold, a man stood before me in bright clothing 31 and said, ‘Cornelius, your prayer 

has been heard and your alms have been remembered before God. 32 Send therefore to Joppa and 

ask for Simon who is called Peter. He is lodging in the house of Simon, a tanner, by the sea.’ 
33 So I sent for you at once, and you have been kind enough to come. Now therefore we are all 

here in the presence of God to hear all that you have been commanded by the Lord.” 

Gentiles Hear the Good News 

34 So Peter opened his mouth and said: “Truly I understand that God shows no partiality, 35 but in 

every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. 36 As for the word 

that he sent to Israel, preaching good news of peace through Jesus Christ (he is Lord of all), 
37 you yourselves know what happened throughout all Judea, beginning from Galilee after the 

baptism that John proclaimed: 38 how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and 

with power. He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God 

was with him. 39 And we are witnesses of all that he did both in the country of the Jews and in 

Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree, 40 but God raised him on the third 

day and made him to appear, 41 not to all the people but to us who had been chosen by God as 

witnesses, who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead. 42 And he commanded us to 

preach to the people and to testify that he is the one appointed by God to be judge of the living 

and the dead. 43 To him all the prophets bear witness that everyone who believes in him receives 

forgiveness of sins through his name.” 

The Holy Spirit Falls on the Gentiles 

44 While Peter was still saying these things, the Holy Spirit fell on all who heard the word. 45 And 

the believers from among the circumcised who had come with Peter were amazed, because the 

gift of the Holy Spirit was poured out even on the Gentiles. 46 For they were hearing them 

speaking in tongues and extolling God. Then Peter declared, 47 “Can anyone withhold water for 

baptizing these people, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we have?” 48 And he 

commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they asked him to remain for 

some days.

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Romans 5 

Peace with God Through Faith 

5 Therefore, since we have been justified by faith, we[a] have peace with God through our Lord 

Jesus Christ. 2 Through him we have also obtained access by faith[b] into this grace in which we 

stand, and we[c] rejoice[d] in hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only that, but we rejoice in our 

sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, 4 and endurance produces character, and 

character produces hope, 5 and hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been 

poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us. 

6 For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 For one will 

scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person one would dare even to 

die— 8 but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
9 Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we be saved by him 

from the wrath of God. 10 For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God by the death 

of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. 11 More than 

that, we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received 

reconciliation. 

Death in Adam, Life in Christ 

12 Therefore, just as sin came into the world through one man, and death through sin, and so 

death spread to all men[e] because all sinned— 13 for sin indeed was in the world before the law 

was given, but sin is not counted where there is no law. 14 Yet death reigned from Adam to 

Moses, even over those whose sinning was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a type 

of the one who was to come. 

15 But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through one man's trespass, much 

more have the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one man Jesus Christ abounded 

for many. 16 And the free gift is not like the result of that one man's sin. For the judgment 

following one trespass brought condemnation, but the free gift following many trespasses 

brought justification. 17 For if, because of one man's trespass, death reigned through that one 

man, much more will those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness 

reign in life through the one man Jesus Christ. 

18 Therefore, as one trespass[f] led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness[g] 

leads to justification and life for all men. 19 For as by the one man's disobedience the many were 

made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be made righteous. 20 Now the law 

came in to increase the trespass, but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more, 21 so that, 

as sin reigned in death, grace also might reign through righteousness leading to eternal life 

through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Reconciled to God 

16 From now on, therefore, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even though we once 

regarded Christ according to the flesh, we regard him thus no longer. 17 Therefore, if anyone is in 

Christ, he is a new creation.[a] The old has passed away; behold, the new has come. 18 All this is 

from God, who through Christ reconciled us to himself and gave us the ministry of 

reconciliation; 19 that is, in Christ God was reconciling[b] the world to himself, not counting their 

trespasses against them, and entrusting to us the message of reconciliation. 20 Therefore, we are 

ambassadors for Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, 

be reconciled to God. 21 For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we 

might become the righteousness of God.

One in Christ 

11 Therefore remember that at one time you Gentiles in the flesh, called “the uncircumcision” by 

what is called the circumcision, which is made in the flesh by hands— 12 remember that you 

were at that time separated from Christ, alienated from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers 

to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. 13 But now in Christ 

Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. 14 For he himself 

is our peace, who has made us both one and has broken down in his flesh the dividing wall of 

hostility 15 by abolishing the law of commandments expressed in ordinances, that he might create 

in himself one new man in place of the two, so making peace, 16 and might reconcile us both to 

God in one body through the cross, thereby killing the hostility. 17 And he came and preached 

peace to you who were far off and peace to those who were near. 18 For through him we both 

have access in one Spirit to the Father. 19 So then you are no longer strangers and aliens,[a] but 

you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God, 20 built on the 

foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 21 in whom 

the whole structure, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. 22 In him you 

also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by[b] the Spirit.

God Is Love 

7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, and whoever loves has been born of God 

and knows God. 8 Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is love. 9 In this 

the love of God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that 

we might live through him. 10 In this is love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us and 

sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to 

love one another. 12 No one has ever seen God; if we love one another, God abides in us and his 

love is perfected in us. 

13 By this we know that we abide in him and he in us, because he has given us of his Spirit. 
14 And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent his Son to be the Savior of the world. 
15 Whoever confesses that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in him, and he in God. 16 So we 

have come to know and to believe the love that God has for us. God is love, and whoever abides 

in love abides in God, and God abides in him. 17 By this is love perfected with us, so that we may 

have confidence for the day of judgment, because as he is so also are we in this world. 18 There is 

no fear in love, but perfect love casts out fear. For fear has to do with punishment, and whoever 

fears has not been perfected in love. 19 We love because he first loved us. 20 If anyone says, “I 

love God,” and hates his brother, he is a liar; for he who does not love his brother whom he has 

seen cannot[a] love God whom he has not seen. 21 And this commandment we have from him: 

whoever loves God must also love his brother.
